Subject: Mileage Reimbursement Rate for 2023

The California State University will adhere to IRS guidelines for standard mileage rate for business travel
occurring on or after January 1, 2023. The IRS mileage rate for calendar year 2023 will be 65.5 cents per
mile, which is an increase from the 2022 rate of 62.5 cents per mile.

Miles driven for moving purposes will remain at the reimbursement rate at 22 cents per mile, which is no
change from the rate in 2022.

The Travel Policy and related procedures do not address specific issues related to taxability of reimbursed
expenses. Please refer to the SCO Payroll Procedures Manual (PPM) for guidance, and tax reporting
instructions, as appropriate.
